We offer them the opportunity to enhance that
entrepreneurial spirit by training the skills and developing the essential charac-
teristics for successful entrepreneurship within a European context, and by
bringing them into contact with fellow students having the same drive but com-
ing from different cultural backgrounds. Entrepreneurs will participate actively in
the IP, which focuses on practical student activity, coached by experienced
staff.

Output: well-grounded future entrepreneurs, printed materials and expertise
useful to the curricula of the partner universities, lasting contacts between par-
ticipants via the web and hopefully a “virtual” business plan implemented into a
real enterprise.
