“Haydn, the Progressive” In the second half of the 20th century Arnold Schoenberg’s famous
essay “Brahms, the Progressive® showed Brahms’ creative work in a new light. With the pro-
ject “Haydn, the Progressive” the Joseph Haydn Conservatory wants to make a sus-tainable
contribution to the dismantling of the stubbornly persistent image of Haydn as this father-like
figure and to gain a proper standing for the entirely new and particularly unique way of com-
posing. In fact Haydn developed a grammar of music as a world language, due to his new
handling of mu-sical material, which was deeply rooted in the spirit of the enlightenment. This
also formed the ba-sis of the development of the so-called “absolute music”. This far-
reaching influence appears, not only in the following generations (Beethoven, Brahms), but is
even still effective in contemporary modern music.The knowledge of this art of composing
and special musical way of thinking opens up a whole new spectrum of unforeseen possibili-
ties in interpreting and adopting the work of Haydn, as well as con-temporary music, in a to-
tally new way.The special concept of “Haydn, the Progressive* consists of a theoretical and
aesthetical examina-tion of Haydn’s composition with a direct and immediate reference to a
practical tonal realisation, but also of a confrontation with works of the 20th and 21st century.
The artificial differentiation be-tween theory and practice will thus be removed. Historic di-
stances will be recognized as insignifi-cant on an intellectual, artistic level.Questions of pro-
gress in art will consequently also become an issue. The humanist status of music, which
puts ethical significance on a par with aesthetic significance, will be discussed. This was a
matter of course for Haydn, but is a necessary step for the contemporary world of
art.Events:Haydn — explained: Analysis and discussion of works Haydn — in dialogue: Com-
parison and confrontation (“Haydn and...")Haydn — in context: Historical surrounding, cultural
atmosphere, daily life in the time of HaydnHaydn — in progress: Workshops and rehearsals
(realizing one’s understanding)Haydn — in concert: Concerts Haydn — tracked down: Study
tours to the sites where Haydn lived and worked (Eisenstadt, Wien, Rohrau, Fertod,...) Ex-
perts on music theory and history of music, composers, and musicians work on different
aspects and music programmes in lectures, workshops and rehearsals. The results are then
presented dur-ing various concerts.EMBODIMENT 2010: “HAYDN & CO - the next generati-
on." 2010 lies the focus on Haydn's successors and heirs: Hummel, Pleyel, Beethoven, on
Haydn's influence on their compositional grammar. Around the Austrian premiere (!) of
Hummel's oratorio "The passage through the Red Sea" in the Esterhazy Palace in Eisen-
stadt, new compositions with an emphasis on vocal music respectively traditional Austrian
folk music will be created and presented.

The main objective of the Intensive Programme “Cold War and Society” (CoWaSo) is to
deepen the theoretical approaches concerning the analysis and effects of the Cold War on
national societies and political decision-making in Europe and exchange experiences and
perceptions of cold war historiography on Ph.D. student and supervisor level from both
sides of the former Iron Curtain and the Berlin Wall. Still the different effects of the Cold
War influence historical writings, historical memories and debates along the line of the for-
mer division of Europe. During the IP-weeks and by using e-learning tools for a permanent
flow of ideas and views concerning the individual Ph.D. topics in the framework of Cold
War studies the still existing national barriers should be reduced and new methods and
perceptions as well as source material will transform the research strategy. The “East-
West” divide in Cold War historiography certainly can be reduced and the quality and
openness of the PH. D. theses will be enlarged. Generally Cold War studies are primarily
influenced by studies from the US (as well as studies on German, French and British poli-
cies) and partly from Russia, but miss the option of exchanging expertise among smaller
European countries and strengthen the effects on social developments as well as study the
influence of social trends on the status, stability and erosion of the Cold War.Especially the
young generation of future historians will be able to increase their knowledge and interest
by dealing with different Cold War history positions and experiences beyond the traditional
focus on US and Soviet positions plus the individual national experiences. European his-
tory has a complex and diversified structure which has to be included into the new histori-
cal publications and thus will lead to better understanding and communication among part-
ner countries. Europeanizing historiography also means to be aware of national differences
and not reducing European history to homogenized constructions of the past.

The confessional instruction of religious teachers might be an approach between the Euro-
pean and Islamic identity. Religion must be seen as a theoretical groundwork on which tra-
ditions as well as modern values such as democracy, pluralism, human rights etc. may be
critically examined. For that reason the instruction of Islamic religious teachers must focus
on the European dimension in the theological education. The latest study on the qualifica-
tion of Islamic Religious teachers in Austria (2008) showed a lack of quality in teaching
European-values orientated religious education and no verifiable acceptance sample. Itis
necessary to develop curricula for Islamic religious teachers which convey theoretical,
theological, political and pedagogical skills to accord the European educational system and
the pluralistic society. This process of revision should take place with the cooperation of
various partners from different countries to be aware of contrary attitudes and combine the
present structures with the required changes in Islamic religious education.The key issue
will be the educational and working situation of Islamic religious teachers in the EU and
Turkey. This topic should response to teachers, theologians, pedagogues, sociologists,
philosophers, political scientists and Islam scientists.

The ERASMUS Intensive Programme (IP) "Spatial Data Infrastructure for environmental
datasets" (EnviSDI) focuses on applications of spatial datasets in the domain of the envi-
ronment.

With the skills
gained in the Summer School, participants will return to their home country contributing to
the dissemination of advanced knowledge and technical capabilities advocating the use of
sound policy decisions which are based on concepts, approaches, theories and methods in
the domains of GI-Science.

Description

Global climate change and societies’ increasing water consumption will probably intensify
the already existing spatio-temporal water crisis in many world regions. Global warming in-
tensifies evapotranspiration and decreases precipitation while water consumption in agri-
culture (irrigation), industries (e.g. hydropower, paper or food producing industries) or tour-
ism (e.g. hotels, artificial snow production) exacerbates the water problems on our planet.
These are not only resulting from the quantity but also the quality of available water which
both put downstream regions at stress when water consumption or purification of water are
problematic upstream. It often causes political dispute and triggers economic discussions.
Alarming indicators are shifts occurring in humid regions which are in the process of be-
coming much drier. The rapid increase of the near surface air temperature within the last
decades has already led to pronounced indications of climate changes. The probability for
the occurrence of extreme weather conditions, floods and droughts has already increased
in many places. These seasonal shifts, where a high number of both deluges and droughts
have been noticed in a regional context, have also already been observed in Europe in re-
cent years. The ERASMUS IP "Analysing, mapping and evaluating spatio-temporal water
scarcity problems” focuses on these observations. Natural environmental features such as
geology (groundwater availability), soil (water storage capacities), climate (e.g. changes in
precipitation, temperature), water (quality, quantity, demand, supply) and relief conditions
are intertwined with socio-economic factors (agricultural products with need of irrigation,
hydropower plants) contributing to risks (floodings with water quality stress, droughts), en-
vironmental degradation (salt problems) and human security problems (drinking water
problematic). Target groups participating in this event are postgraduate master and doc-
toral students from partner institutions in the fields of natural, economic and social sciences
dealing with water problems. Students participating in the IP learn to assess water from dif-
ferent disciplinary perspectives. Technically, students will learn where and how to collect
and manage spatio-temporal data from various disciplines. In lab sessions participants will
acquire skills in manipulating, modelling and analysing these spatially explicit datasets in a
GIS. Methodologically, students will get insights in different disciplinary concepts and will
try to amalgamate and adapt them into one holistic framework. They will study climatic and
hydrological modelling, scenario development and evaluation of results gathered in case
study areas distributed throughout Europe.

Description

While there is rapidly growing recognition of the obesity epidemics as one of the most seri-
ous health problems facing mankind and countless prevention and intervention pro-
grammes have been developed for primary prevention and intervention, a major problem
remains unsolved: How to efficiently implement these strategies to achieve sustainability.
To this end, appropriate tools need to be developed and tailored to the needs and capaci-
ties of the target groups to better implement the strategies both at the individual and popu-
lation level. The specific aims of TOOLTIPS are to organize an intensive joint programme
of problem-oriented and out-put directed teaching and learning that will be implemented as
a 2-week intensive course, combining state-of-the-art lectures, problem-based learning,
professional skills sessions, group learning, and presentations, all of which foster multi-
disciplinary collaborative production of tools (including power point presentations, flyers,
handbooks, etc.) and their immediate scientific evaluation for suitability at a pilot scale.
Multidisciplinary teams of students, including health professionals and scientists, dieticians,
physicians, public health and sports scientists, psychologists, food technologists and oth-
ers will be taught by an interdisciplinary faculty including education and communication ex-
perts, and trained to develop, implement and evaluate novel tools (learning-by-doing) and
to educate members of the target groups (train-the-trainers). Five target groups have been
selected: 1: patients & parents, kindergarten teachers and minorities; 2: elementary school
teachers, sports teachers, and curriculum developers; 3: dietitians, nurses, and health psy-
chologists; 4: general practitioners, paediatricians and other physicians; 5: epidemiologists,
public health professionals and policy makers. Results of European intervention pro-
grammes will be used for tool development. A special focus will be directed on professional
skills development and academic recognition (5 ECTS) as well as on evaluation and dis-
semination of the outcomes of the IP.
